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"Even in the midst of the nation's financial turmoil, global warming
remains an important issue for large numbers of voters," says study
co-author Anthony Leiserowitz of Yale University. The poll also found
that 45 percent of McCain supporters distrust John McCain as a
source of information about global warming, while only 15 percent of
v Obama supporters distrust their candidate on the issue.

The results came from a national survey of more than 2,000 adults,
age 18 and older.
